T: Children, how can you describe our town? Let’s play. This game is called “Snowball” Try to make my sentence longer. Let’s check your memory. I wonder who will be the winner? Let’s start:

T: I think that you are the winner today.
3. T: Let’s continue our excursion and here you can see the popular places of Belgorod. Repeat after me: Sobornaya Square, the Drama Theatre, the Diorama Museum, Belgorod State University, Belgorod Land Study Museum, the Central Park of Culture and Rest.
